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EVOLUTION OF VADODARA

The Banyan city Vadodara, till recently known as Baroda,a city of
arches and domes, colourful gardens, a centre of apex education and
ever expanding industry , was an urban settlement on the eastern bank of
the river Vishwamitri in 300 A.D. Iltwas a suburb of aonce flourishing
city ANNEKOTAK' (presently Akota) known for
called Akota Bronze' It was abandoned in 600 A.D. and a new township
then called 'VADAPADRAKA' due to the profuse presence of banyan
trees was formed.In 1500 A.D. Prince Khalll Khdn son of Mohammad
Begra founded , further eastwards,a new city in the shape of a ‘Chaupat
Board' within a square fort with four gates. This was conquered by
the Mardthas in 1736 A.D. and the conquest was celebrated with the

construction of the Mandvi Gate. The city around the old fort, was
demolished and later on developed into Its modern form under
the paternal care of Late Maharaja Sayajirao Gaekwad to whom the city
owes its imposing’ buildings. colourful gardens, museum,zoo,educational

institutions and a modern hospital with a Medical College.

Vadodara is full of pleasant surprises for a tourist with Sayajibag
housing theVadodara museum, zoo,planetarium, and Kirti Mandir towering
110 feet high with wall paintings by famous artist Shri Nanrdlal Bose;
glorious palaces like Laxmi Vilas, Lalbag, Nazerbag. Makarpura, Faculty
dome,and M.S. University, a residential
university aclaimed internationally for its education in various disciplines

of Arts & Science and 'Nyaya Mandir' the temple of justice etc.

In the last 20 years Vadodara has remained at the forefront of
industrial development with the establishment of gaints like O.N.G.C.,
L.P.C.L., Gujarat Refinery, Petrofills, G.S.F.C., H.W.P. of Atomic Energy
Department, G.S.E.L. and many other pharmaceutical and engineering
industries. Places like ChAmpaner,Pavagarh with their archeological
monuments, Kayavarohan, Shuklatll:th. Chandod and Dakor the
relegious places of Hindus and Vrinddvan Garden at Ajwa and Nimeta
